Modification to the Husband & Wife Category
Discussion:
The proposed change will make three sub-categories for the H & W Category. These would be: (a) H & W both race in the Main Event; (b) one races in the Main Event and the other in the Intermediate Event; (c) H & W both race in the Intermediate Event. The time run by each individual for their respective giant slalom race will be used to calculate the combined time. This change is designed to afford more individuals the opportunity to receive for medals. In addition, it will eliminate the need for extra runs on the Intermediate giant slalom course, as well as distribution/collection of additional bibs. Medals will be awarded for 1st and 2nd place in each of these sub-categories, allowing us to award six medals for the H & W Category, rather than three. 

Current Wording:

2.1 HUSBAND & WIFE EVENT – This event follows the Intermediate event and runs on the same giant slalom course used for the Intermediate event.  All females run the course before the males do.  Any competitor in this event is also eligible to compete in the following events: either Main or Intermediate, and Snowboard.  However, if a competitor enters both the Intermediate event and the Husband & Wife event, the time for the giant slalom run in Intermediate event is used as the time for this event, thereby omitting another run on the course.

Revised Wording:

This event utilizes the times scored by each individual on the giant slalom course in either the Main or Intermediate Event, without requiring additional racing/scoring. Any competitor in this event is also eligible to compete in the following events: either Main or Intermediate, and Snowboard. 

Current Wording:
4.1      HUSBAND AND & WIFE EVENT

The husband’s giant slalom time is added to the wife’s giant slalom time to yield a combined time.  The husband and wife team with the fastest combined time is awarded first place; the husband and wife team with the second fastest combined time is awarded second place; the husband and wife team with the third fastest combined time is awarded third place.  There is no separate scoring for age categories and no team scoring for this event.

Revised Wording:
Regardless of which event they competed in, the husband’s giant slalom time is added to the wife’s giant slalom time to yield a combined time.  Each H & W team is placed into one of three sub-categories: (a) the husband and wife both race in the Main Event; (b) one races in the Main Event and the other in the Intermediate Event; (c) the husband and wife both race in the Intermediate Event. For each of these sub-categories, the husband and wife team with the fastest combined time is awarded first place and the husband and wife team with the second fastest combined time is awarded second place.
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
